Remote Outlet Bundle With QuickUSB

Insert QuickUSB into the Wii Remote. Be sure to insert as shown
in picture. The side with the 2 small teeeth should be inserted
first. The two teeth on the QuickUSB should fit directly into the 2
slots in the wii remote.

While keeping the teeth firmly in place by applying downward
pressure, complete the insertion of the QuickUSB by lowering
the latchside down and snap into place

Test the QuickUSB installation locally before permently
installing on the ceiling. Take the white USB cable (included)
and insert the small end into the QuickUSB and the large end
into an available port on your laptop. If inserted correctly, the 4
blue lights on the wii remote will flash.

Once successful testing of the QuickUSB has taken place,
replace the white cable with our black Wall Power to Mini USB
Converter. Insert the Remote Outlet into an available AC Outlet
locally (not in ceiling yet) and test the remote outlet by
pressing the corresponding on switch that matches your
outlet number. The 4 lights on the wii remote should flash.
Once testing is successful, permently install the remote outlet
on your ceiling and connect your wii remote with our Gator
Clip Mount. Please see page 2 for troubleshooting and
multi-use in schools.
